PHARMACY AND THERAPEUTICS COMMITTEE

The P&T Committee is a medical staff committee comprised of representatives of the medical, nursing, administrative, and pharmacy staffs.  Medical and dental staff members are appointed by the Chief of Staff of each hospital and have voting privileges; other committee members are non-voting and appointed by the Hospital Chief Executive Officer.  The Committee is responsible for maintenance of policies and procedures related to the appropriate use of medications within the system.  The Committee reviews requests for additions of new drugs to the formulary, evaluates non-formulary drug use, monitors adverse drug reactions, reviews medication error, and evaluates results of drug use evaluation studies.  The Committee reviews protocols and preference orders.  Additionally, the Committee assures compliance with regulations of the Georgia State Board of Pharmacy, the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA), and the Joint Commission.  The Committee recommends action on various drug-related issues to the Medical Executive Committee.  The P&T Committee meets monthly on the first Thursday of the month.
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
